One-stop-service operational mode in the issue of Letter of Approval

for agricultural structures

Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation Department and Lands Department 
have agreed on a one-stop-service operational mode in the issue of Letter of

Approval (L of A) for agricultural structures.

The new procedure will take affect from 1 May 2004. From then onwards

applicants will not be required to approach two government departments. All

applications for L of A will be processed and vetted by Director of Agricultural,

Fisheries and Conservation (DAFC). When DAFC is satisfied that an applicant is a

genuine farmer and that the structures under application are essential for agricultural

purpose, the case will be referred to District Lands Officer who will issue the L of A

and pass it back to DAFC for delivery to the applicant.

Details of the new procedure are contained in the pamphlet and the

application form.
