Permit Terms for Importation of Retired Racing Greyhounds from Macau

Terms to be fully complied with by the permittee

The permittee must make an appointment with the Duty Officer of Import & Export Division during office hours at least 7 working days prior
to the anticipated time of arrival. Please call Urban Office Tel. (852) 2150 7053; Fax (852) 2375 3563.

The dogs must be transported By SEA in the fastest and most direct route from Macau to Hong Kong. The dogs must be transported in the
appropriate crates which can provide freedom of movement and ensure the welfare of the dogs. The dogs must arrive at Hong Kong —
Macau Ferry Terminal AND the dogs must arrive between 8:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. from Monday to Friday, excluding public holidays.

The Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Ordinance, Cap. 169, the Public Health (Animals & Birds) Ordinance, Cap.139, the Rabies
Ordinance, Cap. 421, the Dogs and Cats Ordinance, Cap. 167 and all other relevant legislations must be fully complied with.

Dogs less than 5 months old or more than 4 weeks pregnant must not be imported.

The dogs must be implanted with microchip that is compliant with the International Standards Organization (ISO) or AVID standards and
able to be read by an AVID, or other ISO compatible reader. If the microchip cannot be found or read upon the dogs’ arrival in Hong Kong,
the permittee must provide a reader so that the microchip number can be verified otherwise the dogs may be RETURNED to Macau at
the expense of the permittee.

IMPORTANT: The permittee must be the dog owner and no amendment of ownership is accepted before the end of the
quarantine period .Under the Legislation of Hong Kong Cap. 421 sub. leg. A — Rabies Regulation, all dogs at 5 months old or above must
obtain a Hong Kong Dog Licence ON ARRIVAL, at a private veterinary clinic or at AFCD, at the expense of the permittee, under the
following conditions:

(a) Implantation of microchip in the format of AVID*XXX*XXX*XXX (i.e. AVID encrypted transponder with an alphanumeric code in the
format of AVID*XXX*XXX*XXX). If the microchip is different from that used for the identification of dogs in Hong Kong, the animal
will be RE-IMPLANTED upon arrival in Hong Kong; AND

(b) Vaccination against rabies.

Each dog must be accompanied by an official veterinary health certificate issued within 2 working days before departure. The certificate
must include the following in English or Chinese:-

(a) the dog is a retired racing greyhound from Macau Canidrome adopted after 1% June 2018 ;
(b) the characteristic features and the details of the microchip for the dog ;
(c) The dog has been continuously resident in Macau after being adopted and prior to export to Hong Kong ;

(d) the dog shows no clinical signs of infectious or contagious diseases. The dog is free from injuries, healthy and fit to travel and free of
any quarantine restrictions imposed by the competent authority of Macau ;

(e) the dog has been fully vaccinated* by official veterinarians of the competent authority of Macau against the following canine

infectious diseases not less than 14 days and not more than 1 year before date of export to Hong Kong: canine distemper, infectious
canine hepatitis and canine parvovirus ;

(f)  The dog has been vaccinated against rabies by official veterinarians of the competent authority of Macau not less than 30 days and

not more than 1 year prior to export. In the case of primary vaccination the dog was at least 90 days old when vaccinated. The copy
of the history of vaccination records should be provided ;

(g) The dog has been tested for rabies neutralizing antibody titre test (RNATT) (fluorescent antibody virus neutralization (FAVN) or rapid
fluorescent focus inhibition test (RFFIT)) not less than 90 days prior to export. The blood samples must be collected by official
veterinarians of the competent authority of Macau not less than 30 days after receiving a primary vaccination or a booster rabies
vaccination and the dog was at least 90 days old when vaccinated. The test must be performed by laboratories recognized by AFCD.
The test result must be equal to or above 0.5 IU/ml. The blood sampling date and the microchip number must be shown in the blood
test report, and the report must be endorsed by the competent authority of Macau. The test is valid for one year from the date of
blood sampling.

Upon arrival, the dog must be directed, accompanied by the permittee, to obtain a dog licence before entering the quarantine premises
where it will be quarantined for a continuous period of not less than 30 days or for a period as determined by the Senior Veterinary Officer
of AFCD. The whole process will be under official escort, and the permittee is required to provide suitable transportation at his own cost.

The *“Undertaking of Post-Arrival Quarantine for Retired Racing Greyhound from Macau” must be complied with by the permittee.
At the end of the quarantine period, the owner must take the dog(s) to AFCD for examination by an AFCD Veterinary Officer to determine

whether the dog(s) can be released from quarantine. No change of the quarantine premises is allowed during the quarantine unless prior
approval is granted by AFCD.

* Please refer to the guidelines ( G124-Guidelines for ‘Full Vaccination’ under Special Arrangements for Importation of Retired Racing

Note: Failure to comply with the Permit Terms may render the dogs to be returned to Macau or quarantined for a period determined by

the Senior Veterinary Officer at the cost and risk of the permittee. The permittee may be liable to prosecution under Section 11 of
Cap 421A / Section 7 of Cap 139A.
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
