Location Filming in Country Parks

A.
Application Procedure

1. All applications should reach this Department at least 3 working days in advance of the proposed filming date.  Applications with short notice will be turned down as they leave inadequate time to be processed.

2. Information regarding the exact location of the filming site should be clearly stated.  Relevant maps, either Countryside series maps or other maps in Scale of 1:20000 or larger, should be attached for reference.  Each application is restricted to one location in one Country Park.

3. Information regarding the scenes to be taken and the nature of activities involved should be clearly stated.

4. Each application should not extend over 6 days.  Approval will NOT be granted for any Sunday and public holiday.

5. A permit fee should be paid when collecting the permit.  The current rate is $250 per day.  It is subject to change without further notice.

6. Request for any alteration or variation on the Permit will be regarded as a new application and the usual permit fee will be collected when approval is given.

7. Request for refund of permit fee will NOT be entertained.

8. Application for permission for bringing vehicles or bicycles into a Country Park should be explicitly made at the same time.  Vehicles over 5.5 tonnes will not be permitted.

9. Application for permission for erecting props or structures should be explicitly made at the same time.  Sketches with scale should be provided.

10. Submission of insufficient information mentioned above may result in delays in processing the application.

Areas where approval for location filming will NOT be granted in principle

1. Tai Po Kau Nature Reserve
2. Tung Lung Fort
3. Ng Tung Chai
4. Pok Fu Lam Country Park
5. Chiu Keng Tam
6. Shing Mun Fung Shui Woodland
7. Any Site of Special Scientific Interest
8. Any Country Park Management Centre
C.
Filming of the following scenes are strictly PROHIBITED
1. Lighting of fire or the use of fireworks, explosives and any pyrotechnic material

2. Vehicle chasing/rallying, including motorcycle and bicycle

3. Fishing in reservoir area during ‘off-fishing-season’

4. Bathing, washing, swimming and boating in reservoir area and/or water gathering grounds

5. Stunt acts involving actors jumping from trees with wire hanging to trees, and damaging or killing or felling of any tree or bamboo

6. Any other acts governed by Country Parks & Special Areas Regulations, unless specific permission has been granted, e.g. bringing in cattle, horse, sheep, goats, pigs or poultry.

Filming crew vehicles and bicycles will NOT in principle be allowed to enter the following Country Park tracks
1. Tai Mong Tsai Road beyond Pak Tam Chung Gate Barrier

2. Between Shing Mun Fung Shui Woodland and Tai Po Kau Nature Reserve

3. Between Twisk Management Centre and Tai Lam Chung Management Centre

E.
Erecting props or structures in the following areas will NOT be permitted

1. Close to Country Park Management Centres and Warden Posts
2. Inside any picnic/barbecue/camp sites

3. On hilltops
