This area is used to protect
corals in the shallow coastal area from collision

by large inboard mechanized vessels.
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The only areas in the marine parks where mooring

is allowed. Mooring site is established to avoid
improper mooring activities which may result in

coral damaging.
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A green floating buoy with a metallic ring on top is
installed near the coral area for temporary fixing of
small vessels without the need to anchor. This is a

measure to prevent damaging on corals from
anchoring activities.
